BYLAW NO. (02
A BYLAW TO REGULATE THE OPERATION OF VEHICLES
Council for the Town of Dalmeny in the Province of Saskatchewan enacts as follows:
INTERPRETATION
1. a) "agriculture implement" shall have the meaning ascribed thereto by The Highway Traffic Act.

b) “all terrain vehicle” shall have the meaning ascribed thereto by The All Terrain Vehicles
Act; .

c) "angle parking" means the parking of vehicles with the right front wheel drawn up to the curb
on the right hand side of the highway, or at a distance of not more than thirty (30) centimeters
from said curb, the vehicle to be placed at an angle of forty-five (45) degrees with the curb;

d) "clerk" means the administrator or assistant administrator for the town of Dalmeny;

¢) "council" means the council for the Town of Daimeny;

f) "curb" means the lateral boundaries of a roadway, whether or not marked by curbing;

g) "emergency vehicle” has the meaning ascribed thereto in The Highway Traffic Act;

h) "heavy vehicle" means a motor vehicle with or with-out load which alone or together with any
trailer, semi trailer or other vehicle being towed, weighs, or has a registered gross weight, of
5.5 tonnes or more;

i) "highway" means any highway as defined in The Highway Traffic Act, within the municipality,

but does not include a provincial highway therein as designated pursuant to the provisions of
The Highways Act;

J) "lug vehicle" means any truck, portable engine or traction engine having metal spikes,
lugs or cleats projecting from the face of the wheels thereof, or having metal track treads;

k) "municipality” means the Town of Dalmeny;
Iy "parallel parking" means the parking of a vehicle with the right wheels thereof drawn up to the

curb on the right-hand side of the highway, at a distance of not more than thirty (30)
centimeters from such curb;

m) "park," "parking" have the meanings ascribed thereto by The Highway Traffic Act;

"place of public assembly" means schools, theaters, moving picture theaters, churches, hockey
and skating rinks, dance halls and community assembly halls;

0) "power turn" means to maneuver in such a manner as to cause the rear of the vehicle to
depart from its ordinary line of progress by the sudden use of acceleration and/or braking;

Dp) “snowmobile” shall have the meaning ascribed thereto by The Snowmobile Act;

q) "speed zone" means any portion of a highway within the municipality as designated herein,

and identified by a sign erected and maintained at each end thereof, indicating the maximum
speed applicable thereto;

1) "U-turn" means the turning of a vehicle so as to cause it to proceed in the opposite direction
from which it was proceeding immediately prior to the commencement of such turn:

s) "vehicle" includes a vehicle or motor vehicle and has the meaning ascribed thereto by The
Highway Traffic' Act;
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t) "wide vehicle” means a vehicle or motor vehicle or agriculture implement or combination
thereof which alone or together with any trailer, semi-trailer, other vehicle or agriculture
implement being towed, exceeds three (3) metres in width.

—~ SCOPE
2. a) "STOP" STREETS
The highways as listed in APPENDIX I of this bylaw are designated as "STOP" streets.
b) "YIELD" STREETS
The highways as listed in APPENDIX IT of this bylaw are designated as "YIELD" streets.
c) "NO U-TURN" INTERSECTIONS

The intersections of the highways, approached from all four (4) directions as listed in
APPENDIX INI of this bylaw, are designated as "NO U-TURN" intersections.

d) "CROSSWALK" INTERSECTIONS

The intersections of the highways, approached from both directions, on which the crosswalks
are marked as listed in APPENDIX IV of this bylaw, are designated as "CROSSWALK"
intersections.

¢) il “ALL TERRAIN VEHICLES/SNOWMOBILE ACCESS ROUTES”

The Highways listed in APPENDIX XIV of this bylaw are hereby designated as “ALL
TERRAIN VEHICLE AND SNOWMOBILE ACCESS ROUTES 7,

iif “PROHIBITED AREAS - ALL TERRAIN VEHICLES”

Subject to the provisions of paragraphs 2(e)(ii)(2) and (3) the operation of all terrain
vekicles is prohibited in the areas within the municipality as outlined in APPEND IX
XV of this bylaw.

AUTHORITY OF THE POLICE

3. a) A police officer is hereby authorized to direct traffic in accordance with the provisions of this
bylaw and The Highway Traffic Act.

b) In the event of fire or other emergency, or to precipitate the orderly movement of traffic, or
to safeguard pedestrians, or to prevent accidents or meet any unforeseen condition, a police
officer is hereby authorized to direct traffic in such a manner as may be deemed necessary by
the police officer, whether or not in conformity with the provisions of this bylaw.

¢) Every person shall comply with any traffic signal or directions of a police officer given
pursuant to the provisions of this bylaw.

d) Any portion of a highway may be temporarily closed to vehicular traffic by the Chief of Police
in order that pedestrians may have the exclusive use thereof,

e) Notwithstanding any other provisions of this bylaw, the Chief of Police shall have the authority
to temporarily prevent parking on any highway or portion thereof when it is deemed necessary
in order to avoid traffic congestion, danger or accident.

f) Notwithstanding any other provisions of this bylaw, Council for the municipality hereby
delegates to the Chief of Police it's authority to temporarily close any public highway, street,
lane, alley or other public place, or any portion thereof to traffic where the closing is for a
period not exceeding twenty-one (21) days for the purpose of carrying out road, water line,
sewer line, repair or improvement or construction or any other work by the public works staff
of the municipality as authorized in the provisions of The Urban Municipality Act or The
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Municipal Public Works Act.

g) For the purpose of snow removal, street sweeping or street maintenance, the Chief of Police
may authorize the movement, for such distance as is necessary, of any vehicle that is parked on
any highway or portion thereof which is roped, barricaded or indicated by a sign as being
closed.

k) For the purpose of competitions, displays, promotions or community events, the Chief of
Police may, from time to time, permit the operation of all terrain vehicles and snowmobiles
in areas specified by him or his designate.

i) Notwithstanding any other provisions of this bylaw, the Chief of Police, or his designate,
are hereby authorized to direct the operation of all terrain vehicles and snowmachines in
any manner that may be deemed expedient and necessary in the event of any pending or
actual emergency situation.

SIGNS

4. a) Council shall cause to be erected and maintained at all "STOP" streets as listed in APPENDIX
L, at a distance of approximately three (3) metres from point of intersection, an appropriate
sign containing "STOP", so placed to face the traffic approaching the intersection.

b) Council shall cause to be erected and maintained at all "YIELD" streets as listed in
APPENDIX II, at a distance of approximately three (3) metres from point of intersection, an
appropriate sign containing "YIELD", so placed to face the traffic approaching the
intersection.

¢) i Council shall cause to be erected and maintained at all "CROSSWALK" intersections
as listed in APPENDIX IV, at a distance of not less than fifteen (15) metres from the point
of commencement of pavement markings as provided for in paragraph 4(c)(i1), an appropriate
"CROSSWALK AHEAD" sign so placed to face the traffic approaching the "CROSSWALK"
intersection.

ii] Council shall cause to be maintained at all "CROSSWALK" intersections as listed in
APPENDIX IV, pavement markings being two lines painted in white on the road surface of
not less than ten (10) centimeters in width and spaced not less than two (2) metres apart,
extending from curb to curb across the roadway placed at ninety (90) degrees to the curb
commencing at the intersection.

iii} When a "STOP" street intersection contains a crosswalk, council shall cause to be
maintained a white painted "STOP" line marking of not less than ten (10) centimeters in width
extending across the roadway from the center to the curb directly adjacent to the "STOP" sign
erected and maintained in accordance with the provisions of this bylaw.

d) Council shall cause to be erected and maintained appropriate signs containing "EMERGENCY
VEHICLE PARKING ONLY" in the areas as listed in APPENDIX V of this bylaw.

e) Council shall cause to be erected and maintained at all "NO STOPPING OR PARKING
BETWEEN SIGNS" areas as listed in APPENDIX VI of this bylaw appropriate signs
containing "NO STOPPING OR PARKING BETWEEN SIGNS" placed approximately one
metre from the curb with one sign placed at each end of the area where parking and stopping is
prohibited.

1) Council shall cause to be erected and maintained at each highway entrance to the municipality
an appropriate sign containing "MAXIMUM 5.5 TONNES" so placed to face the traffic
approaching the municipal boundary.

g) Council shall cause to be erected and maintained appropriate signs containing "TRUCK

ROUTE" along  the highways designated as the TRUCK ROUTE as listed in APPENDIX VII
of this bylaw.

h) Council shall cause to be erected and maintained appropriate signs containing "STOP
AHEAD" on First Street for northbound and southbound traffic at a distance of not less than
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fifty (50) metres from the Ross Avenue intersection.

1) Council shall cause to be erected and maintained an appropriate sign at 4 distance of
approximately one (1) metre from the point of intersection of Third Street and the south exit of
the shopping center parking lot containing "DO NOT ENTER" so placed to face the traffic
approaching the intersection from the northbound lane of Third Street.

i) Council shall cause to be erected and maintained an appropriate sign containing "HANDICAP
PARKING ONLY BETWEEN SIGNS" in all areas listed in APPENDIX VIII of this bylaw.

k) Council shall cause to be erected and maintained on all streets approaching NO U-TURN
intersections as listed in APPENDIX I11, at a distance of approximately three (3) metres from
point of intersection, an appropriate sign containing "U-TURNS PROHIBITED" so placed to
face the traffic approaching the intersection.

1) Council shall cause to be erected and maintained on all streets designated as school zones as

listed in APPENDIX IX, an appropriate sign containing "SCHOOL ZONE MAXIMUM
SPEED 30 KPH" 50 placed to face the traffic at the commencement thereof.

m) Council shall cause to be erected and maintained appropriate signs containing “BUS STOP -
NO PARKING BETWEEN SIGNS FROM 8:30 AM TO 9:30 AM AND FROM 2:30 PM
TO 3:30 PM” in areas as listed in APPENDIX XTII of this bylaw placed approximately one
melre from the curb with one sign placed at each end of the area where parking is prohibited.
(from Bylaw 16/94)

1) Council shall cause to be erected and maintained on the north side of Ross Avenue at the west
side of the arena property approximately one metre from the curb, a sign containing
“PARALLEL PARKING ONLY” with an arrow pointing in a westerly direction.

o) Council shall cause to be erected and maintained a every area where the public has access 1o
the entry of every playground and other area where the operation of all terrain vehicles is
prohibited, a sign appropriately identifying such prohibition. (from Bylaw I 0/89)

INFRACTIONS

a) "STOP" STREETS

The provisions of The Highway Traffic Act shali apply to all traffic approaching and facing a
"STOP" sign erected and maintained according to the provisions of this bylaw.

b) "YIELD" STREETS

The provisions of The Highway Traffic Act shall apply to all traffic approaching and facing a
"YIELD" sign erected and maintained according to the provisions of this bylaw.

¢) "CROSSWALK" INTERSECTIONS

The provisions of The Highway Traffic Act shall apply to all pedestrians and all traffic
approaching 2 "CROSSWALK" maintained in accordance with the provisicns of this bylaw.

No person shall fail to comply with any traffic signal or directions of a police officer given
pursuant to Section 3 of this bylaw.

MISCELLANEOUS SIGNS

a) No person shall, except where authorized by resolution of council, or when duly authorized
by law, erect upon or immediately adjacent to any highway, any sign, marker, signal or light
or any advertising sign or device.

b) No person shall deface, damage, destroy or remove any sign or marker erected pursuant to
this bylaw.
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FLASHING LIGHTS - SCHOOL BUS

8.

The operator of a school bus when operating a school bus on any highway within the
municipality shall not activate the flashing safety lights.

LUG VEHICLES

9.

a) No person shall propel, operate or drive a lug vehicle upon any highway within the
municipality without first having obtained from the clerk a permit authorizing same.

b) The clerk is hereby authorized to issue permits in writing for the purpose of subsection
9(a) of this bylaw in any case where the applicant has signed a written Undertaking therefor in
FORM 1 as depicted in APPENDIX X of this bylaw. It is hereby provided that the clerk
shall net issue any such permit unless he or she is satisfied that with reasonable care in
operation the lug vehicle may be propelled or driven over any highway without damage
resulting thereto or to any bridge or culvert thereon.

¢) Nothing contained in subsection 9(a) shall be deemed to preciude the transport of a lug vehicle
as herein defined over any highway where same is being carried by means of a rubber-tired
trailer or other conveyance equipped with rubber tires.

d) The provisions of subsections 9(a) and (b) shall not apply to any person operating a lug vehicle
while employed by the Public Works department of the municipality or to any person engaged
by the council for the purpose of road building, repair or maintenance.

e) Subject to subsection 9(d), no person operating a lug vehicle shall fail or refuse to produce to
a police officer, on demand, the permit for operation as issued pursuant to subsection 9(b).

WIDE VEHICLES

10.

No person shall operate a wide vehicle on any highway within the municipality except the
designated truck route,

WEIGHT RESTRICTIONS - TRUCK ROUTES

No person shall operate a vehicle or combination of vehicles when the combined registered gross
weight of the vehicle(s) with or without it's load exceeds 5.5 tonnes on or over any highway

within the municipality except upon the highways designated as the TRUCK ROUTE as listed in
APPENDIX VII of this bylaw.

No person shall operate a vehicle or combination of vehicles when the combined registered gross
weight of the vehicle(s) with or without it's load exceeds thirty-five (35) tonnes on any highway
within the municipality.

Sections 11 and 12 shall not apply to vehicles operated by employees of the public works
department of the municipality or to any vehicle making pick-ups or deliveries on any highway
within the municipality provided that the operator of the vehicle(s):

a) uses the most direct route to the point of pick-up or delivery from the truck route; and

b) loads or off-loads the goods to be picked up or delivered as expeditiously as possible: and

¢} immediately upon completion of the pick-up or delivery, return to the designated truck route
using the most direct route.

The provisions of Section 81 of The Police Act and and Section 71 of The Highways Act shall
apply to the operators of vehicles described in Sections]1 and 12 of this bylaw.
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PARKING

Except as otherwise provided herein, the parking of vehicles is permitted on all highways within
the municipality.

. No person shall park a vehicle or combination of vehicles, except an emergency vehicle, in, or in

such a manner as to partially obstruct any area specifically posted with appropriate signs
prohibiting the parking of vehicles as listed in APPENDIX V of this bylaw.

No person shall park a vehicle or combination of vehicles, except a vehicle identified as being
operated by a handicapped person, or by a person transporting a handicapped person in any area
specifically posted for the parking of vehicles operated by handicapped persons only as listed in
APPENDIX VIII of this bylaw.

Subject to the provisions of section 19, no person shall park a vehicle in any lane, nor in any street
S0 as to obstruct the entrance to any lane or alley or to a driveway or approach leading to private
premises.

Notwithstanding the provisions of section 18, a farm truck or commercial vehicle may be parked in
any lane or alley for the purpose of taking on or discharging cargo, provided no such truck shall be
parked for a period exceeding thirty (30) minutes at one time, unless written permission has first
been obtained from the clerk or a police officer of the municipality for an extension of such time
limit.

. No person shall park a vehicle or combination of vehicies In, or in such a manner as to partially

obstruct, any area specifically posted with appropriate signs prohibiting the parking or stopping of
vehicles listed in APPENDIX VI of this byla

- a) Subject to subsection (b) every person parking a vehicle upon a highway within the

municipality where unspecified parking is permitted, shall parallel park same.

b) Every person parking a vehicle upon the highways listed in APPENDIX XI of this bylaw
shall angle park same.

No person shall park a vehicle or combination of vehicles in such a manner that contravenes
subsections 21(a) or 21(B).

No person shall park a vehicle or combination of vehicles upon any highway within the
municipality in a manner that will cause the vehicle or combination of vehicles, or any part thereof,
to partially or fully obstruct the travel portion of the highway.

No person shall park a vehicle or combination of vehicles exceeding ten (10) metres in length on
Third Street between the intersections of Railway Avenue and Wakefield Avenue,

No person shall park a vehicle within five (5) metres of any fire hydrant or highway intersection.

No person shall, at any time, park a vehicle with the left wheels thereof drawn up to the curb on
the left-hand side of any highway within the municipality.

No person shall, at any time, park a vehicle or combination of vehicles or any part thereof in
such a manner as to obstruct any sidewalk within the municipality.

No person shall park a vehicle on the Third Street shopping center parking lot between the north

entrance and south exit in any area except within the stalls designated for parking by pavement
markings.

. No person shall, at any time, park a wide vehicle on any street within the municipality.

No person shall park a vehicle, or combination of vehicles on any street within the municipality for
a period exceeding twenty-four (24) hours.

-a) Subject to subsection (b), no person shall park any commercial vehicle, loaded or unloaded,

designed for carrying, or intended for carrying of oil, gasoline or other inflammable,
